Mega investments in the extractive industries (oil, gas, and mining) have the potential to be a springboard to
development, stimulating growth in other sectors. However, more often they have been a source of corruption, social
degradation, and environmental catastrophe.

In order to leverage natural resources for development, countries face several challenges, including a robust legal and
fiscal framework; revenue forecasting, management, and allocation; development planning and implementation;
infrastructure design and regulation; supply chain development; vocational training; and environmental protection.

This program, hosted by the Columbia Center on Sustainable Investment (CCSI), a joint center of Columbia Law School and
the Earth Institute at Columbia University, is designed to equip participants with the necessary skills to ensure the
responsible development of the extractive industries sector in resource-rich developing countries.
